(Throws letters and
phot ographs into the sea in
great distress. She nutters
under her breath.)
Fuck. 1’m so stupid. How could I be
so stupi d?

HARRY
(Runs in behind)
Ruby! Stop! Stop this.
(He attenpts to save the
docunents fromthe water.)
You're not stupid. It’s ne. Stop
Ruby, pl ease stop.

HARRY goes to RUBY and tries to take her by the arns, but
she struggles and pulls away.

RUBY
(screamng at the top of her
voi ce)

She breaks down to tears. HARRY notices JAMES in the sea.

(shouting at him

A father and his young daughter, 6 years old at maxi num sit
on a deck chair by a portable lanplight. At the head of the
beach, there is a beach house emtting nuffled dance nusic.

DAUGHTER
VWhere’ s nmunmy?

FATHER
Sweet heart, nmumy’s not here
anynor e.

DAUGHTER
| know that. But where is she?

FATHER
She’s gone, |ove. She' s gone away.

The girl sinks into the chair, and does not say anything.
The father stares out at the sea for a second, and then he
takes hold of his daughter and tickles her. She |aughs Iike
it were her |ast |augh.

FATHER
(seeing a light in the
di stance, and pointing to it)
Look. Look. Do you see that?

DAUGHTER
What ?

FATHER
Wait for it.
(They wait. A lighthouse |ight
fl ashes.)
There. Did you see it?
